Thanks to the support of the new Communal Administration and in particular to the City 
Council Members to the humanely control the number of abandoned dogs, the first of July 
of this year saw the opening in the City of Marsala (Province of Trapani) of the Communal 

Shelter and OIPA stipulated a protocol of understanding with the City in order, the best 
way to carry out a voluntary service of the guardian structure and for the well-being of the 

dogs in the shelter. 
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Every day the volunteers of OIPA go to the shelter to help: games and dog walking, 
cleaning of accomidation and fencings, therapies, feeding, collaboration for the adoptions. 

 

 

 

On Saturday, the 20th of October OIPA and the City of Marsala organized the “Festivity for 

the Animals”. An open house: the inauguration of the shelter with the presence of the 
National President of OIPA Italia and the Mayor of Marsala; a manifestation with an 
invitation to the schools; delivery plaques of acknowledgment to the people who are 

distinguished for the cure and the love of the animals. 
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A communal shelter opened to the citizens, a shelter that can be taken as a model for all 
the other communal administrations of Italy. 

 

 

 

Between the imminent plans in the Sicilian territory there is the institution of an office for 
the rights of the animals and many other assets and manifestations.
